




Experienced hands working for Hume

Late last year 41 local community groups in Hume were granted funding for 
practical water-saving initiatives totalling $1, 430, 289 which will save over 197, 
377, 26 litres of water locally each year. 

The Community Water Grants program encourages more efficient local water use 
and improvements in water quality through practical projects, such as reducing 
pollutants reaching our streams, water recycling and efficiency measures. 

Nationally, 4,661 community based projects were approved through this round 
of water grants – saving, reusing and improving the management of Australia’s 
water resources.  

I am particularly pleased with the exceptional outcome in Hume, with 41 projects 
approved, and I urge all of my constituents to keep working together to save our 
precious local water supply.

Funding for 
Crookwell 
Integrated 

Medical Centre
In October the Australian Government 
approved up to $440,000 under the Rural 
Medical Infrastructure Fund for the Upper 
Lachlan Shire Integrated Medical Centre 
at Crookwell.

These funds will assist the Upper 
Lachlan Shire Council to fund the 
purchase, refurbishment and fit-out of 
Banfield House including equipment, 
furniture and signage.

Crookwell currently has three doctors 
who operate from a small cottage on a 
rotating basis.  The Upper Lachlan Shire 
Council has determined that an Integrated 
Medical Centre would be feasible for the 
area and that Banfield House, which 
is adjacent to Crookwell Hospital and 
Crookwell Community Health Centre, 
would be a suitable premises for its 
location.

This project involves the acquisition 
and conversion of Banfield House into 
an integrated medical centre.  The 
conversion of Banfield House will provide 
13 consulting rooms, one waiting room, 
one meeting room, two visiting specialist 
rooms, four rest/recovery rooms for 
patients, locums and medical students, 
two treatment rooms and an area 
dedicated to administration.

I would like to congratulate the local 
community for working together to 
access funding from the Rural Medical 
Infrastructure Fund.

The Rural Medical Infrastructure Fund 
was available to local councils including 
Indigenous Community Councils, and 
to local Divisions of General Practice.  
Funding of up to $440,000 (GST inclusive) 
is available per clinic in communities 
with populations of fewer than 10,000 
people.  The Fund had a budget of up to 
$15 million from 1 July 2005.

It is unknown as to whether the 
Fund is still active under the current 
Government.

Communities should contact their local 
Area Consultative Committee* if they 
wish to seek funding through the Rural 
Medical Infrastructure Fund.
